
Congestion Mitigation Air Quality –

Alternative Fuel Purchasing

Federal Funding Participation Level Test

Projects for the purchase of USEPA approved alternative fuels must be submitted with an acceptable emissions analysis showing air quality savings as required, must receive an eligibility letter prior to being included in the TIP and UPWP, and must be dispensed from a fueling station that has a fuel card reading system.  No purchases may be made in advance of the INDOT written notice to proceed.  MPO’s may consider approval of a project listed in the UPWP with a signed contract “notice to proceed”.

Approved Alternative Fuels

Bio-Diesel ASTM Accredited 20% Blend

Liquefied Petroleum Gas (LPG or Propane)

E-85 or other alcohol based fuels blended with gasoline

Compressed Natural Gas (CNG)

Methanol, denatured ethanol and other alcohols

The list of approved alternative fuels may be expanded as future alternative fuels are developed and approved as reducing emissions and pollutants.   

Participation Level Test

Alternative fuel purchasing eligibility and funding participation level is determined by the following:

1. Proof of ownership (valid vehicle title or lease agreement), make, model, engine type, and Vehicle Identification Number of certified vehicle(s) which will use the alternative fuel.

2. Proof of a card reading system that will meet State Board of Accounts requirements for transaction documentation.

3. An acceptable emissions analysis showing the air quality benefit by using the alternative fuel rather than gasoline based on the current vehicle miles per year of each applicable vehicle.

4. An FHWA issued CMAQ Eligibility Determination.

5. A written commitment by the “owner” to enter into an annual  contract for the alternative fuel, to obtain and maintain invoices from the fuel provider for the contract period, to maintain the alternative fuel vehicle(s) as a part of their vehicle fleet and to submit quarterly reports to the agency (MPO or INDOT) required to complete an annual CMQ Rep[ort verifying fuel usage for the contract period.  .  

Note:  It is understood that the original alternative fuel vehicle(s) identified in the application may be replaced over the course of the commitment.  Quarterly reports are to include any such replacement(s).   For bio-diesel, it is further understood that use of a 20% blend during Indiana winter months may impair vehicle use so the fuel provider invoices for November through March may reflect a blend below 20%. 

Quarterly Reporting

Competitively Procured Liquid (e.g. E-85, Bio-diesel):  Delivered either in bulk or through fill-ups at vendor locations provided the vendor issues a swipe care to the LPA for each qualifying vehicle and provides billing and use documentation to the LPA for each transaction.  Source documentation consists of the procurement contract, fuel transaction reports (by vehicle) supplied by either the LPA’s computerized fuel card reading system or supplied by the vendor.

Fuels Supplied by an IURC Regulated Utility Company:  LPA shall have the utility company install a separate meter (gas or electric) for the alternative fuel dispenser.  Source documentation is the utility company bills for the specific meters which will track consumption.  

Competitively Procured Vendor-Supplied Non-Liquid Fuels (e.g. propane):  Delivered in bulk.  With the purchase of fuel, most vendors also supply and maintain the tank.  LPA must supply the metering system using swipe card reading technology (eligible for CMAQ reimbursement – see Fueling Station Infrastructure).  The metering system must meet State Board of Accounts requirements for transaction documentation.  Source documentation consists of the procurement contract, fuel transaction reports (by vehicle) supplied by the computerized fuel card reading system.
