
Diesel Retrofit and Repower
 Projects
Cost-effective projects involving the installation of emissions-reducing filters (or other devices) on existing diesel engines, rebuilding older diesel engines, and/or replacing older diesel engines (with new engines and emissions control systems) may be funded with CMAQ assistance. The emissions analysis must show a reduction in all categories of pollutants. The project(s) must be found eligible for CMAQ assistance prior to inclusion in the TIP, UPWP, and SPMS. Sponsors may not proceed to incur costs associated with such projects prior to receipt of a Notice to Proceed from INDOT.
Restrictions by Project Type. 
· Engine Rebuilds the engine to a cleaner standard, and

· Engine Replacement (with or without changing fuel type).
Investment in these types of projects should only be made when the investment does not exceed the fair market value of the vehicle and/or the sponsor commits to maintaining the vehicle in service for a minimum of five (5) years following the completion of the work. In all cases the emissions control system should be updated to current standards. Replaced engines must be either scrapped or returned to the manufacturer.

These types of projects are especially encouraged in lieu of replacing motor vehicles and pieces of diesel-fueled, off-road construction equipment that costs in excess of $100,000 (e.g., refuse trucks, vactor trucks, earth movers, etc.) and have a useful life of 10 years or more.
· Purchase and installation of advanced emissions control technologies (such as particulate matter traps or oxidation catalysts) or idle control (i.e., engine shutoff) devices.
These types of projects may be undertaken on any type of diesel engine in use on older diesel-powered motor vehicles and off-road construction equipment for public or private sector entities
. Project sponsors are required to maintain the equipment in working order throughout the remaining useful life of the vehicle or equipment. 
Participation Level Tests.
Eligibility and funding participation level is determined by the following:

For Engine Rebuild/Replacement Projects.

1. Proof of ownership, VIN, Make, Model, Year, Engine Type, Original Purchase Price, Current Fair Market Value for each vehicle.

2. Emissions Calculation Worksheet (MPO will verify).

3. FHWA-Issued CMAQ Eligibility Determination.

4. Commitment & Assurance that the equipment will remain in use for five (5) years following the completion of the project, that the vehicle will be maintained in accordance with the manufacturer’s minimum requirements, that the sponsor agrees to MPO oversight of the sponsor’s use and maintenance of the vehicle, and that the vehicle is subject to periodic (quarterly) reporting and physical inspections.
For Emissions Control and Idle Control Projects.

1. Proof of ownership, VIN, Make, Model, Year, Engine Type, Original Purchase Price, Current Fair Market Value for each vehicle.

2. Emissions Calculation Worksheet for each grouping of projects.

3. FHWA-Issued CMAQ Eligibility Determination.

4. Public-Private Partnership Agreement Form to be used.

5. Commitment & Assurance that the equipment will remain in use as long as the sponsor owns the vehicle and that the vehicle will be maintained in accordance with the manufacturer’s minimum requirements.
