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È Indiana annual average of 14 bicyclist and 62 pedestrian 
fatalities between 2005 and 2009.

È Nationwide, approximately 22% of children ages 5 
through 9 years killed in traffic crashes were pedestrians.

È In 2009, of crashes involving pedestrians 17.9% resulted in 
incapacitating injuries or deaths. Of crashes involving 
bicyclists 7.6% led to incapacitating injuries or deaths.

È Nationally, 85% of children arrive by bus or car.  
È Parents often cite traffic danger and distance as reasons 
why children donõt bicycle or walk to school.

È Recent trends indicate increasing health problems 
associated with being overweight among school aged 
children. Over 33% are considered overweight or obese.

È Decreasing physical activity among children are partly 
responsible for weight gains.



1. To enable and encourage children, including those 
with disabilities, to walk and bicycle to school; 

2. To make bicycling and walking to school a safer and 
more appealing transportation alternative, thereby 
encouraging a healthy and active lifestyle from an early 
age; and 

3. To facilitate the planning, development and 
implementation of projects and activities that will 
improve safety and reduce traffic, fuel consumption, 
and air pollution in the vicinity of primary and middle 
schools (Grades K-8).
