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INTRODUCTION

The 2007-2010 Indianapolis Regional Transportation Improvement Program (IRTIP)
presents transportation improvements proposed by government and transportation
agencies in the Indianapolis Metropolitan Planning Area for the four year period of FY 2007
through FY 2010. The basic objective of the IRTIP is to help local governments provide the
best attainable coordinated transportation system for citizens in this area.

In addition, the IRTIP provides:

A forum for policy coordination by the Indianapolis Regional Transportation Council and
the Metropolitan Development Commission;

A schedule by which to coordinate project implementation among jurisdictions and
agencies;

A guide for implementation of both short- and long-range transportation plans;

An aid to financial programming and administration;

A source of information to the public.

This document contains eight major sections:

1.

The INTRODUCTION lists the purposes of the IRTIP, summarizes proposed
expenditures by agency and outlines the contents of the document.

The ORGANIZATIONAL FRAMEWORK section explains the legislative background of
the IRTIP, the organizations involved in the program's development, the development
and adoption process and the procedures for amending the program.

The FINANCE section presents brief overviews of the major funding sources for
transportation improvements and documents local policy guidance regarding the
expenditures of these funds.

Section four, URBAN SURFACE TRANSPORTATION PROGRAM (STP) PRIORITY
PROJECTS, documents the application of the STP priority-setting procedure to STP
projects, estimates STP revenues, and recommends a list of projects for STP funding.

The fifth section, OTHER ANNUAL ELEMENT FEDERAL PROGRAM PROJECTS,
lists proposed projects that will utilize sources of funds other than Urban STP funds
during the four-year period.

CURRENT AMENDMENTS (changes to the IRTIP approved after preparation of initial
document).

The DETAIL SECTION provides each agency's proposed projects, the method of
finance, phasing, proposed cost and a narrative work description.

development and production of this document.

ORGANIZATIONAL FRAMEWORK

LEGISLATIVE

The impetus for the development of the IRTIP comes from the 1991 Intermodal Surface
Transportation Efficiency Act (ISTEA), the 1998 Transportation Equity Act for the 21°
Century (TEA-21) and the 2005 Safe, Accountable, Flexible, Efficient Transportation
Equity Act: A Legacy for Users (SAFETEA-LU), as well as the Metropolitan Planning
regulations published in the Federal Register on October 28, 1993. Part 450, Subpart B of
23 CFR requires that a transportation improvement program endorsed by the Metropolitan
Planning Organization be a prerequisite for the approval of Federal-Aid transportation
projects in urbanized areas. The transportation improvement program is defined as a
staged multi-year program of transportation improvements.

ORGANIZATIONS

Many organizations are involved in the development and the adoption of the IRTIP. The
Indianapolis Regional Transportation Council (IRTC) is a voluntary, intergovernmental
organization consisting of appointed representatives from transportation agencies in the
Indianapolis Metropolitan Planning Area, including all municipalities in the area, the
Indianapolis Airport Authority, the Indianapolis Public Transportation Corporation, and the
Indiana Department of Transportation. The IRTC has three principal responsibilities:

e |t provides a forum for discussion and resolution of regional transportation issues and
problems;

e It recommends policy for regional transportation planning;

e |t approves transportation proposals requiring Federal funds.

To fulfill these responsibilities, the Council is organized into two committees, the Policy
Committee and the Interagency Technical Coordinating Committee. The former establishes
policy for the planning and implementation of transportation programs. The latter serves in
an advisory capacity to the Policy Committee.



The Technical Committee coordinates programs having regional impacts, resolves
technical issues and conducts reviews of programs, projects and reports involving or
affecting more than one agency. The members of this committee are senior engineers and
planners directly involved in the transportation activities of the agencies in the region.

While the Policy Committee establishes policy for the IRTC, final approval or adoption of
regional transportation plans and policies is the responsibility of the Indianapolis
Department of Metropolitan Development (DMD) and its administering body the
Metropolitan Development Commission (MDC). DMD is the public agency designated as
the Indianapolis Metropolitan Planning Organization (MPO) by the Governor of Indiana.
The MPO is responsible in collaboration with the State (INDOT), for conducting
transportation planning in the Indianapolis Metropolitan Planning Area (MPA). This
organizational structure assures that transportation planning process remains a
cooperative activity, comprehensive in scope, and that it continues over time.

The Transportation Planning Section of the Division of Planning serves as the MPO staff
and includes eight transportation planners, serving in such areas as capital
programming, citizen participation and computer programming. Transportation
professionals in other public agencies also contribute to the planning process.

PROGRAM DEVELOPMENT

The development of the 2007-2010 IRTIP was initiated in November of 2005. At that time,
the MPO staff provided materials to all potential program participants for submission of new
projects. Agencies interested in submitting new projects then provided appropriate
descriptive and fiscal material, and project selection criteria, for each proposed IRTIP
project to the MPO staff.

The MPO staff then compiled projects from all agencies and assessed each project
according to the conformance of the following major planning considerations:

e The Regional Transportation Plan: a comprehensive listing of recommended, regional,
long-range, capital intensive improvements, adopted by Resolution 95-T-002, May 17,
1995, and revised by Resolution 97-T-010, July 16, 1997 and by the following
Resolutions: 99-T-002, January 20, 1999; 99-T-011, June 16, 1999; 99-T-018,
September 1, 1999, 01-T-003, March 13, 2003, 00-T-012, July 5, 2000; 02-T-006, April
17, 2002, 03-T-011A & B, August 20, 2003, 04-T-010, July 21, 2004 and 05-T-006,
June 1, 2005, 06-T-024, April 5, 2006.

e Congestion Management System (CMS): monitors and analyzes the magnitude of
congestion on a multi-modal transportation system and plans and implements actions
that alleviate congestion and enhance the performance of the transportation system;

e State Implementation Plan (SIP): a plan to attain national standards for ozone and
carbon monoxide;



e Functional Classification System for Indianapolis Urbanized Area: the organized
structure of streets and highways comprised of freeways, expressways, primary and
secondary arterials, and collector streets.

e Jurisdictional Classification System: a system defining who is responsible for each
section of street and highway, method of funding and source of funding. The 1991
ISTEA mandated the development of the National Highway System (NHS) which was
officially recognized by Congress in 1995. The Surface Transportation Program may be
used by the State and localities for any roads that are not functionally classified as local
or rural minor.

e Fiscal Analysis: Surface Transportation Program funds were projected for the three-
year program period to guide the development of a fiscally realistic program.

Following this assessment, the MPO staff produced the first draft of the 2007-2010 IRTIP
document and made it available for public review and comment for 30 days. The draft was
then presented to the IRTC Technical and Policy Committees for approval. The IRTC
Technical Committee approved the 2007-2010 IRTIP document on June 21, 2006, and the
IRTC Policy Committee approved it on June 28, 2006. The Metropolitan Development
Commission acting in its capacity as the governing body to the Metropolitan Planning
Organization for the Indianapolis Urbanized Area, approved the 2007-2010 IRTIP document
at its July 19, 2006, meeting (Resolution 06-T-033).

IRTIP AMENDMENT PROCEDURE

Upon written request by the chief executive officer of an implementing agency, the following
emergency IRTIP amendment procedure will be followed: (NOTE: a revised formal IRTIP
amendment procedure was being developed at the time of this writing.)

(@) For requests for emergency approval of projects already in the IRTIP which do not
involve the use of STP funds, the DMD Director is authorized by the Metropolitan
Development Commission to endorse the project for implementation upon-

e Positive staff comments.

(b) For projects seeking admittance into the IRTIP and which do not involve the use of
STP funds, the DMD Director is authorized to endorse the project for implementation
upon:

e Positive staff comments, and
e |RTC Technical Committee's endorsement.

(c) For projects requesting admittance into the Annual Element involving the use of STP
funds, the DMD Director is authorized to endorse the project for implementation upon:
e Positive staff comments,

e [IRTC Technical Committee's and Policy Committee's endorsement
e All subject to MDC final approval.



FINANCE

Financial considerations play a major role in the development of the IRTIP as in the
actual implementation of proposed projects. While projects are identified and proposed
on the basis of need, revenues available to fund such projects limit actual
implementation. The IRTIP attempts to present a schedule of expenditures, which is
realistic relative to projected revenues from major funding sources. The following
section presents a brief overview of the funding for transportation projects. These
sources are cited from “Safe, Accountable, Flexible, Efficient Transportation Equity Act:
A Legacy for Users Overview” which is available at
http://www.fhwa.dot.gov/safetealu/safetea-lu_summary.doc.

EQUITY —The new Equity Bonus Program has three features — one tied to Highway
Trust Fund contributions and two that are independent. First, building on TEA-21's
Minimum Guarantee concept, the Equity Bonus program ensures that each State’s
return on its share of contributions to the Highway Trust Fund (in the form of gas and
other highway taxes) is at least 90.5 percent in 2005 building toward a minimum 92
percent relative rate of return by 2008. In addition, every State is guaranteed a specified
rate of growth over its average annual TEA-21 funding level, regardless of its Trust Fund
contributions. Selected States are guaranteed a share of apportionments and High
Priority Projects not less than the State’s average annual share under TEA-21.

AUTHORIZATIONS AND GUARANTEED SPENDING LEVELS - SAFETEA-LU
continues the TEA-21 concept of guaranteed funding, keyed to Highway Trust Fund
(Highway Account) receipts. In essence, the guaranteed amount is a floor -- it defines
the least amount of the authorizations that may be spent. Federal-aid Highway program
(FAHP) authorizations in SAFETEA-LU total $193.1 billion (net of an $8.5 billion
rescission scheduled for September 30, 2009). Adding in the $100 million per year
authorized in title 23 for Emergency Relief, authorizations for the FAHP total $193.6
billion. Within total authorizations, the amount guaranteed for the FAHP is estimated to
be $193.2 billion.

If overall discretionary budget caps were in place (not so at the time of enactment of
SAFETEA-LU), highway and highway safety programs would be protected by a “firewall”
from having to compete with other discretionary programs for room within

those caps. The highway category firewall is established based on assumptions about
future receipts to the Highway Account of the Highway Trust Fund. Beginning with FY
2007, when newer projections of receipts and actual receipts become available, the
highway category firewall is adjusted accordingly. To smooth out the effects of any
adjustments, the calculated adjustment will be split over two years. When the firewall

is adjusted, equal adjustments are made to highway contract authority (called Revenue
Aligned Budget Authority) and the Federal-aid highway obligation limitation.



REVENUE ALIGNED BUDGET AUTHORITY (RABA) - Beginning in FY 2007,
authorizations for Federal-aid highway and highway safety construction programs
funded from the Highway Account of the Highway Trust Fund and the Motor Carrier
Safety Assistance Program (MCSAP) will be adjusted whenever the highway firewall
amount is adjusted to reflect changed estimates of Highway Account receipts. The
additional authorizations are called RABA because they serve to align budget authority
with the revised revenue. The adjustments to authorizations will be made in the same
amounts and in the same years as the adjustments to the firewalls

If the adjustment is an increase, a portion of the increase in authorizations is reserved
for the Federal-aid highway and highway safety construction programs allocated by the
Secretary of Transportation—programs that are not apportioned by statutory formula—
and for the Motor Carrier Safety Assistance Program. The remainder of the increased
funding is distributed to the States proportional to their shares of Federal-aid highway
and highway safety construction apportionments from the Highway Account. If the
RABA is positive for 2007, the first call on the additional funds will be to increase States’
return on contributions to the Highway Account of the Highway Trust Fund to 92%. A
negative adjustment (reduction) is possible, but only if, as of October 1 of that year, the
balance in the Highway Account is less than $6 billion.

ADMINISTRATIVE EXPENSE - Unlike prior years, administrative expenses
associated with the Federal-aid highway program and the Appalachian
Development Highway System are provided as a separate authorization in
SAFETEA-LU, not as a takedown from apportioned programs. [1103]

OBLIGATION CEILING - SAFETEA-LU establishes an annual obligation limitation, for the
purpose of limiting highway spending each year. The highway obligation limitation applies
to all programs within the overall Federal-aid highway program except Emergency Relief,
$639 million per year of the Equity Bonus, and funds for certain projects in legislation
before 1998. A portion of each year’s limitation is reserved, or set aside, for administrative
expenses and certain allocated programs, with the balance of the limitation being
distributed to the States. Limitation set aside each year for certain programs—High Priority
(demonstration) Projects, the Appalachian Development Highway System, Projects of

National and Regional Significance, National Corridor Infrastructure Improvement program,
Transportation Improvements, designated bridge projects, and $2 billion of the Equity
Bonus—does not expire if not used by the end of the fiscal year, but instead is carried over

into future years. The portion of the limitation set aside for research and technology
programs may also be carried over, but only for three years.

EQUITY BONUS - Federal-aid highway funds for individual programs are apportioned
by formula using factors relevant to the particular program. After those computations are
made, additional funds are distributed to ensure that each State receives an amount
based on equity considerations. In SAFETEA-LU, this provision is called the Equity
Bonus (replaces TEA-21's Minimum Guarantee) and ensures that each State will



be guaranteed a minimum rate of return on its share of contributions to the Highway
Account of the Highway Trust Fund, and a minimum increase relative to the average
dollar amount of apportionments under TEA-21, and that certain States will maintain the
share of total apportionments they each received during TEA-21. An open-ended
authorization is provided, ensuring that there will be sufficient funds to meet the
objectives of the Equity Bonus.

RELATIVE RATE OF RETURN - Each State’s share of apportionments from the
Interstate Maintenance (IM), National Highway System (NHS), Bridge, Surface
Transportation (STP), Highway Safety Improvement (HSIP), Congestion Mitigation and
Air Quality Improvement (CMAQ), Metropolitan Planning, Appalachian Development
Highway System, Recreational Trails, Safe Routes to School, Rail-Highway Grade
Crossing, Coordinated Border Infrastructure programs, the Equity Bonus itself, along
with High Priority Projects will be at least a specified percentage of that State’s share of
contributions to the Highway Account of the Highway Trust Fund. The specified
percentage, referred to as a relative rate of return, is 90.5% for 2005 and 2006, 91.5%
for 2007, and 92% for 2008 and 2009.

States with certain characteristics (e.g., low population density or total population, low
median household income, high Interstate fatality rate, high indexed state motor fuel
rate) are guaranteed a share of apportionments and High Priority Projects not less than
the State’s average annual share under TEA-21. In any given year, no State is to
receive less than a specified percentage (117% for 2005, 118% for 2006, 119% for
2007, 120% for 2008, and 121% for 2009) of its average annual apportionments and
High Priority Projects under TEA-21.

ADMINISTRATION OF FUNDS - All but $2.639 billion annually of Equity Bonus funding
is programmatically distributed among certain programs—Interstate Maintenance,
National Highway System, Bridge, Congestion Mitigation and Air Quality Improvement,
Surface Transportation Program, and Highway Safety Improvement Program. Amounts
programmatically distributed to the programs take on the eligibilities of those programs.
The remaining $2.639 billion has the same eligibilities as STP funds, but is not subject
to set-asides or suballocations. Of this remainder, $639,000,000 is exempt from the
obligation limitation and $2 billion receives special no year limitation. [1104, 1102]

OPERATION OF THE HIGHWAY TRUST FUND - The Highway Trust Fund (HTF) is the
source of funding for most of the programs in the Act. The HTF is composed of the
Highway Account, which funds highway and intermodal programs, and the Mass
Transit Account. Federal motor fuel taxes are the major source of income into the HTF.

During the time that SAFETEA-LU was being developed, a number of changes
impacting the Highway Trust Fund were adopted in the American Jobs Creation Act of
2004. This Act replaced the reduced tax rates that applied to gasohol with a credit paid
from the General Fund of the Treasury and ended the retention of a portion of the tax
on gasohol by the General Fund. These actions, coupled with a number of provisions to
reduce tax evasion, provided increased tax revenues to the Highway Trust Fund.



SAFETEA-LU extends the imposition of the highway-user taxes, generally at the rates
that were in place when the legislation was enacted, through September 30, 2011.
Provisions for full or partial exemption from highway-user taxes were also extended.
Additionally, provision for deposit of almost all of the highway-user taxes into the HTF is
extended through September 30, 2011.

Federal law regulates not only the imposition of the taxes, but also their deposit into and
expenditure from the HTF. For the Highway Account, authority to expend from the HTF
for programs under the Act and previous authorization acts is provided through
September 29, 2009 generally and through September 30, 2009 for administrative
expenditures. For the Mass Transit Account, expenditures are authorized through
September 30, 2009. After these dates, expenditures may be made only to liquidate
obligations made before that date.

FEDERAL TRANSIT ADMINISTRATION (FTA) FUNDING - Three FTA funding programs
are contained in the IRTIP. The Section 5309 (formerly Section 3) program provides for
discretionary capital items, intended for major investments in the transit infrastructure of
urbanized areas. The funds are considered discretionary funds by the Federal Transit
Administration. They are usually “earmarked” during the appropriations process by
Congress.

The Section 5307 (formerly Section 9) formula block grant program is used for planning,
acquisition, construction, improvement, and operating costs of: facilities, equipment and
associated capital maintenance. The funds are distributed on a formula basis and can be
utilized in three categories, planning, operating and capital. The formula used to
calculate the funds is based on census and operating data submitted by transit systems
to the Federal Transit Administration and compiled in the National Transit Database. The
Section 5307 funding also takes into account the served population of the city in which
the transit system operates. There are four size categories: rural, urban under 200,000,
urban between 200,000 and 1 million and urban over 1 million.

Section 5310 (formerly Section 16) provides for capital grants to local, nonprofit agencies to
meet the special needs of elderly and handicapped persons. The funds serve areas where
accessible public transit for the elderly and persons with disabilities are either unavailable,
inadequate, or inappropriate. The program provides vehicles and other related equipment to
private non-profit organizations and eligible public bodies. The Federal Transit
Administration (FTA) provides Indiana approximately $1 million annually to distribute to
eligible agencies statewide on a competitive basis. The program, which is administered by
the Indiana Department of Transportation, provides 80 percent of the project cost, while the
20 percent local match is provided by the grantee.

NATIONAL HIGHWAY SYSTEM (NHS) FUNDS - This system was designated by law in
1995 and consists of approximately 155,000 miles of the Interstate System and each
State's Principal Arterial System. INDOT receives 100 percent of these funds.



INTERSTATE MAINTENANCE (IM) PROGRAM - This program finances projects to
rehabilitate, restore, and resurface the Interstate System. Since no Interstate routes are
under local jurisdiction, INDOT receives 100 percent of these funds. The factors used to
establish the formula distribution are lane miles and vehicle miles traveled.

AIRPORT IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM (AIP) - Title V of the 1982 Airport and Airway
Improvement Act establishes the Airport Improvement Program, as amended. This program
provides Federal funding for projects to improve airport safety and capacity. Eligible projects
include land acquisitions; runway, apron, and taxiway construction; airport lighting;
construction of non-revenue producing sections of terminal buildings (baggage handling
facilities, gates, etc.); airport access roads; electronic and visual approach aids; and airport
development planning. Public airports must be included in the National Airport System Plan

to be eligible for AIP assistance.
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SURFACE TRANSPORTATION PROGRAM
(STP) PROJECTS

In response to the large number of projects requesting Surface Transportation
Program/Minimum Guarantee (STP) funds and the limited amount of STP funds
available, the Metropolitan Planning Organization (MPO) staff in conjunction with the
IRTC Technical and Policy Committees established a priority-setting procedure for STP
projects.

This section of the IRTIP documents the results of the application of the programming
procedure on projects requesting STP funds, estimates the amount of STP funds
available in the four-year program period (October 1, 2006 - September 30, 2010) and
recommends a list of projects for STP funding in the program period.

ESTIMATE OF AVAILABLE GROUP 1 URBAN STP FUNDING - The estimated average
amount of STP funds to be allocated to the Indianapolis Urbanized Area during each
annual program period is approximately $24,500,000. However, due to the use of the
MPO'’s flexible funding option, considerably more than $24,500,000 per year was
programmed in the first three years of the new act. In addition to the significant amount
of federal funds programmed in the first three years of the new act, change orders and
project scope changes have consumed a significant portion of the act’s estimated funds.
As a result, an estimated $11,100,000 of STP funds are anticipated to be available
through the end of the current bill (SAFETEA-LU) ending September 30, 2009. In
addition, due to uncertainty about the funding levels of the first fiscal year of the next bill,
no funds have been assumed for fiscal year 2010.

IRTIP PROCEDURE - Due to the fact that more Group | Urban STP funds are requested
each year than are estimated to be available, the priority-setting procedure was applied
to develop a fiscally realistic program. The STP programming procedure was applied in
the following manner:

At the time of initial application each project requesting STP funding in the IRTIP is
evaluated on the basis of the criteria on the IRTIP STP Project Worksheet (see Appendix
A). The worksheet is prepared by the submitting agency and is reviewed by the MPO
staff. The evaluation score is used as one tool in selecting projects for programming.
Projects programmed in the previous IRTIP (2006-2008) that have not yet been
completed prior to the end of FY 2006 provide the base of the list of projects to be
programmed in the 2007-2010 IRTIP. The balance of the projects to be programmed to
reach the amount of STP funding estimated to be available during each program year of
the IRTIP is determined by using the project selection criteria evaluation scores, the
project priority and scheduling preferences of the submitting agency and individual
project cost estimates. The MPO staff makes a final recommendation as to which
projects will be programmed following communication with each agency to discuss the
project priority, scope and programming. Those recommendations are then taken to the

Indianapolis Regional Transportation Council (IRTC) and the Metropolitan Development
Commission (MDC) for final approval.

Based upon this procedure, the recommended program of STP funds for Fiscal Year 2007
was developed as shown in Table 1. Tables 2, 3 and 4 provide a complete listing of all
projects requesting STP funds for Fiscal Years 2008, 2009 and 2010. This recommended
program is within the Indiana Department of Transportation's recommended fiscal limits for
the four-year period.
